Identified by the Downtown Oakland 
Specific Plan as an Office Priority Site, 
this location along Broadway acts as 
the gateway into Thrive. It also will al-
low people to both work and live in the 
area, promoting active transportation 
and fewer trips.

Thrive reopens Clay Street and recon-
nects the north and south portions of 
the streeth. Between 6th and 7th, Clay 
Street will be a pedestrian-oriented 
paseo with no curbs and no cars, allow-
ing residents and visitors to enjoy the 
many retail shops in the area.

Clay Street Paseo

Starting at Broadway and stretching to Jef-
ferson Square and new underpass parks, 
the linear park is the spine of Thrive. It will 
also connect with the future Green Loop 
Connection which will provide pedestrian 
and cyclist-friendly connections thoruhgout 
downtown.

Linear Park

Ground level retail along Broadway, 
6th St, 7th St, and the internal linear 
park will activate the streetfront and 
provide a vibrant realm for residents, 
visitors and office workers. Local 
business owners will be priotized as 
potential tenants.
